
YMCA Camp Spaulding, Waypoint & the Family Connections Center (FCC) at the NH Department of Corrections are partnering for the 8th year to create the Children of Incarcerated Parents (CIP) Summer Camp program to help strengthen the connections between children and their incarcerated parents. CIP Camp allows these children the opportunity to get to know other children in similar circumstances and gives them the chance to get strength and support from one another.  We hope this year’s CIP Camp will be FREE for the children who are accepted into this program (donations pay the cost of $1,550). CIP camp will take place on the August 4-17, 2019, the 4th session of YMCA Camp Spaulding.   
The CIP campers MUST have a parent who is an active and eligible FCC participant. The children will visit with their incarcerated mother or father at a prison, during the 2-week camp session.
Children with a mother in prison will visit the NH Correctional Facility for Women and children with a father in prison will visit at the NH State Prison for Men, both in Concord, NH.  The actual dates that the children will visit with their incarcerated parent is not set yet. It will be one or two days with mom or dad.

3. I agree to allow the YMCA to transport this child to the NH State Prison for the purpose of having a supervised visit with their incarcerated parent in the Family Connections Center.  I understand the Family Connections Center (FCC) is located inside the secured perimeter of the NH State Prison.
4. I understand that this visit will involve structured activities similar to those in a summer camp.  An artist will guide the parent and children to make a mural and do other creative activities.  Breakfast and lunch will be served on each day.  This visit will be monitored by FCC staff.  Each visit will last approximately eight hours.
5. I understand that this child must be on the parent’s prison visiting list and that all regular visiting rules and policies are in effect.  Breaking a rule or regulation may result in termination from this visit and possible cancellation of future visits.

6. I understand that the visiting areas have been made as child-friendly and safe as possible.  I will not hold the staff or the Department of Corrections responsible for any unseen and unpreventable accidents or incidents that may arise when the child listed above is visiting at the Family Connections Center at the NH State Prison.
I understand this program is voluntary and a privilege.  At anytime, I, the camper’s parent, or the staff at FCC can terminate participation in these visits.  Participation is also dependant upon the incarcerated parent’s behavior at the prison.  If the parent gets a disciplinary report after February 1, 2019, then they may not visit with his/her child(ren) on these dates at FCC.  The children should still be able to attend the designated camp session at a free or reduced rate.
